TECHNIQUES OF SURVEY
Before the archaeologist can make his studies of vanished societies, he has to find evidence of them, in so far as evidence is observable from the land’s surface. He may come across ruined walls or visible traces of architectural structures, but he more often deals with less conspicuous remains such as a few chips of flint that have been unearthed in a newly ploughed field, which might indicate that someone made a stone tool there, or perhaps a faint depression running across a desert, which might signify the presence of an ancient irrigation canal.
Survey workers must have keen observation, experience, and good judgement if they are to avoid being misled by a frost- shattered boulder that looks like the remains of flint chipping or an old jeep track that resembles an ancient canal.
